The course will cover a 

variety of ways that layers can be symbolized and styled.  You’ll learn how to create and use selection 

sets associated with feature layers and how to add stand-alone tables to maps and use the functionality 

found in the table view. Finally, the course will show you how to create presentation quality layouts for 

your maps and content.
